I. Annual Awards

The Rick VanderSloot Winter Sports Award will be presented annually during the State Winter Games in
memory of Rick VanderSloot. VanderSloot was a member of the Schuss Mountain and Sugar Loaf Mountain
Resort management staff. He gave much of himself to the athletes who participated in the State Winter Games.
VanderSloot died unexpectedly in 1982.

The Timothy Krause Bunbury Award will be presented annually during the State Winter Games in memory of
Timothy Krause Bunbury. Timothy was an avid skier who passed away at a young age, and his family felt that
an award in Timothy’s honor should recognize a SOMI athlete who enjoyed and excelled in skiing.

Il. Purpose of Awards

Special Olympics Michigan desires to recognize, in memory of Rick VVanderSloot, a Special Olympics athlete
who will participate in the State Winter Games and who has:

1. Participated in some form of winter sports training program in his/her home area.
2. Participated in Area Winter Games.
3. Shown by his/her actions to be a true sportsman throughout his/her training and competition.
4. Trained and competed with the knowledge and understanding that “Nothing is impossible
if 1try.”

Special Olympics Michigan desires to recognize, in memory of Timothy Krause Bunbury, a Special Olympics
athlete who will participate in the State Winter Games and who has:

1. Trained diligently in the sport of alpine skiing.

2. Approached the sport with enthusiasm.

3. Maintained his/her sense of humor.

4. Achieved excellence at his/her own level whether beginning, intermediate or advanced.

5. Showed that he or she was indeed brave in the attempt.

Each area director may nominate one athlete from his/her area to be considered for each,
award. The same form can be utilized for either award.

trained diligently as an alpine skier.

approached the sport with enthusiasm.

maintained his/her sense of humor.

achieved excellence at own level.

demonstrated the Special Olympics oath.
