What is the Torch Run?





Celebrating its 30th Anniversary in 2011, the Law Enforcement Torch Run® (LETR) for Special Olympics is the movement's largest grass-roots fundraiser and public awareness vehicle. 


The Torch Run raised over $38 million for Special Olympics Programs around the world in 2010. More than 85,000 law enforcement officers carried the Flame of Hope across 35 nations, raising awareness and funds for Special Olympics. 


The money raised by the Law Enforcement Torch Run® in Michigan benefits over 18,000 athletes with intellectual disabilities.  In 2010, the LETR raised more than $605,000. Donations fund athlete uniforms, sports equipment, housing fees, coaches training, and many more life changing programs for our athletes – programs that are privately funded by generous individuals like those of the Law Enforcement Torch Run.  


How are funds raised? 





Diverse mixes of strategies are used to meet the Torch Run’s annual fundraising goal. Many agencies and correctional facilities hold their own fundraisers such as hot dog sales, golf outings, casual days and bike rides. In addition to the local agency and facility events, there are several statewide fundraising efforts. These efforts include: Law Enforcement Torch Run® T-shirt sales; Polar Plunge; Trip Raffle; and local community runs. Money is also received from several sponsors. Without sponsorship support, the Law Enforcement Torch Run® would have a difficult time coordinating events and reaching their goals. 





Where does the money go? 





The money raised by the Michigan Law Enforcement Torch Run® benefits over 18,000 athletes. Up to 50 percent of the net proceeds go directly back to the areas where the money was raised to benefit the athletes at local and area level competitions. The rest of the money goes to support your local athletes who advance to the state competitions. Donations help fund athlete uniforms, sports equipment, facility and housing fees and coaches training. 
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
